All juried artists are invited to submit three (3) pieces (2D or 3D)
in any medium. All work submitted must not have been exhibited
at Tall Grass prior to this exhibition. All art must be for sale. All
work from each artist may not be displayed due to space limitations.

ENTRY FEE: There is a $25 entry fee for all participating artists.
The entry fee is non-refundable and must be included with this ap-
plication form. We accept Visa/MC, check or money order.

COMMISSION: The commission structure is 70/30 (70% for the
artist) of the list (selling) price as determined by the artist. All sales
are made directly to the artist. The artist is responsible for state/local
taxes. All art must be for sale.

FRAMING & STORAGE: All art: must be properly and
securely framed; must have a secure wire or D-rings on the back
ready for hanging (no alligator tooth hanging apparatus will be ac-
cepted); and must have an identifying label on the back of the art.

Note: Art left past the pickup date will be held for a $10 per week
storage fee. After one year, all abandoned art will be considered a
donation and property of Tall Grass Arts Association Permanent
Collection.

SHIPPING & RECEIVING: Artists are responsible for costs of
shipping to and from the exhibit. All accepted work(s) shipped must
be insured at the artist’s expense and received with prepaid return
label included and a $15 handling fee for each work shipped. Works
may be hand delivered. Any package over 100 lbs. must be hand de-
livered, installed and picked up by the artist or a representative.
Work must be packed in a reusable crate (UPS sized).

PUBLICITY: TGAA reserves the right to photograph all
exhibited works for catalogs, educational, and/or publicity
purposes.
